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Miracle Maisy Fund

The Community That Came Together to Save a
Life
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Maisy is a young, female, golden-retriever mix
who was rescued from a non-Pitt County facility
that was unable to provide her with the care she
desperately needed. Maisy was spotted sitting in
the corner, huddled in pain, when the director of
the Humane Society of Eastern Carolina, along
with a volunteer, spotted her. Her jaw was off-set
and her tongue was hanging out. The facility
graciously agreed to give Maisy to us. We are
truly grateful to that facility for giving us the
chance to help her.

Maisy had sustained several facial fractures. It
was unclear how these injuries had occurred, but
it was obvious she needed help. The Miracle
Maisy Fund was then formed; designed to raise
money for Maisy’s surgery and post-operative
care. With an overwhelming response from people
in our community, enough money was raised for
Maisy to receive her specialty surgery from the
Veterinary Specialty Hospital in Cary, NC.

The Veterinary Specialty Hospital was amazing.
Since Maisy’s lower jaw was fractured, the
surgeon had to wire the jaw internally and then
wire it to her teeth for added support. All of the
injuries to her jaw were examined and completely

repaired. She also had several areas where the
tissue of her gums were separating from her jaw.
These areas had to be sutured back into place.
Maisy also had a fissure in the roof of her mouth,
which is an opening that went from the roof of her
mouth up into her nasal cavity. The surgeons
explored this fissure and discovered the two bones
supporting the hard palate were fractured and
were decaying in her nose. The fractured bones
were removed, and the fissure was closed. She
suffered from some broken and injured teeth,
which the vet said will never mature properly and
will have to be monitored for the rest of her life.

Maisy recovered wonderfully in her foster home.
She is a friendly and loving dog that captures the
heart of everyone she meets. She was adopted
soon after her recovery and is doing wonderful.
The HSEC looks forward to continuing updates
about her healthy state.

What Plants are Harmful to Pets?

Plants harmful to pets include the following:

* Plants affecting the gastrointestinal tract- Azalea
(azalea, rhododendron), bulbs (amaryllis, tulip),
daffodils, castor bean, English ivy, mushrooms
(flyagaric and death cap), precatory beans, solanaceae
(potatoes, tomatoes, ground cherries, woody
nightshade, black nightshade, christmas cherry),
English walnut

* Plants causing stomatitis and glossitis- ornamentals
(dieffenbachia or dumb cane, philodendron), wild
flowers (jack in-the-pulpit)

* Plants affecting the nervous system- nettle (catnip),
nicotine (tobacco),

taxus spp (japanese yew), marijuana,
parasympatholytic (jimson weed, thorn apple, trumpet
vine), hallucinogens (morning glory)

* Plants affecting the blood and cardiovascular
systems- oleander, cyanogenic plants (apples, cherries,
plums)

* Plants affecting the dermis- cactus, burrs, poison ivy

Dog Napping
Is It Something to Worry About?

Have you ever worried about the canine in
your life being stolen? Well, you should. Dog
napping is an unfortunate epidemic occurring
not only in local communities, but all over the
world. Dog snatchers can be devious, and
even the most careful dog owners can be at
risk. People who steal dogs are looking for
every potential opportunity; even a safe place
like your backyard could be dangerous. No
matter how well trained you think your dog is,
there is always a possibility that your dog can

be lured away.

Here are some tips to reduce the chances of

your companion being stolen:

e Get your dog micro chipped and/or
tattooed and be sure to update your vet or
chipping
company when you move

e Fit your dog with a collar and tag

e Make sure your fence is secure

e Take photos of your dog from several
angles

e Never leave your dog unattended in public

e Do not let your dog out of your eye sight
when on a walk

e Start or join a neighborhood watch group

What happens if your canine is stolen? You
should:
e File a report with the police
e Launch publicity blitz with posters
and ads in the local newspapers
e Contact your microchip company
e Visit local rescue shelters, animal
control offices and animal
hospitals; bring a flyer with your
dog's picture with contact
information to local animal
facilities to post for the public
e Search the neighborhood on foot
and talk to as many people as possible
e  Search pet locator websites and post
"missing" ads

Alternative Therapy:

The Power of the Flower

We as humans have learned that our emotional
well-being plays an integral part in our physical well-
being. This holds true with our furry pals too!

Developed in the 1930s by Dr. Bach, flower
essences are the diluted extracts of various types of
flowers and plants that are used to treat the emotional
needs of people. Dr. Bach believed that diseases of the
body come about as a result of imbalances or negativity
at the level of the mind and soul. If this imbalance is
corrected through flower therapy, the body can then
heal on all levels.

Available at health food stores, the 38 different
essences can be used to treat all sorts of specific issues.
The most powerful and popular remedy is a
combination of five other essences called Rescue
Remedy, which is used to calm stress and fear. For
example, a few drops added to a dog's water bowl
before and after a trip to the vet is said to work
wonders.

Other examples of essence treatments:

Star of Bethlehem: For animals that have suffered any
kind of trauma, emotional or physical, such as an
accident or abuse. This treatment will aid in recovery,
regardless of the time lapse from the date of the
trauma.

Holly: Treatment for jealousy issues- with other
animals, or new baby or other person.

Honeysuckle: For a pet that cannot get over the loss of
a friend.

Olive: For a pet that is exhausted and lacks energy.

Chestnut Bud: For a pet having difficulty learning
from past experiences and who continues to repeat the
same mistake over and over again.

Chicory: For a pet that is on constant need of attention.
Mimulus: Fear of strangers, sounds, new places, the

vacuum cleaner, other animals etc. This includes
shyness and awkwardness at social events.
